ABILITY - CHECK EXAM OF A CANDIDATE

Ability-check exam of a candidate lasts for six days and includes:
A. FIRST AND SECOND day of the exam:

DRAWING OF A PORTRAIT OF A LIVE MODEL - two days (8 hours)
B. THIRD, FOURTH and FIFTH day of the exam:

DRAWING AN ACT OF A LIVE MODEL - three days (12 hours)
Format: 70x100 cm (craft paper, watercolor paper, etc.).
Technique: charcoal, a pencil, dry pastel

Take with you: board 70x100 cm, a cloth to wipe, an eraser, fusing, adhesive tape, kraft
paper, watercolor paper, charcoal, a pencil and dry pastel.

C. SIXTH day of the exam:

PAINTING STILL LIFE - one day (4 hours)

Format: 70x100cm or 70x50cm due to the choice of a candidate
(cardboard, watercolor paper, etc.).

Technique: tempera, gouache, watercolor.

Bring with you all the equipment needed for painting (paint, brushes, palettes and containers
for water).

The first year of undergraduate studies may be open to candidates who have
completed secondary education of four years and passed the ability-check exam and to
the candidates who have not completed secondary education of four years but they passed the
additional exams and the ability-check exam.

ADDITIONAL EXAMS

1.  Written paper in Serbian language — Visual Arts topic
2. Oral exam in Theory of Serbian Literature
3. Oral exam in History

The examination program of all the subjects taken at the additional exam is subjected within
the secondary education material.



THE CRITERIA FOR DETERMINIG THE ORDER OF CANDIDATES

When taking the ability-check test candidates are assessed with points.
The list (order) of candidates to enroll the first level of studies is established on the basis of:

1. The general success achieved during secondary education

2. The results achieved at the entrance/ability-check exam.

Candidates who apply for enrollment to the undergraduate studies degree programs can win
a maximum of 100 points and it is based on their general success in high school and on the basis of
the results achieved at the entrance/ability-check exam, which all the candidates must take.

Under the general success in high school means the sum of the average score in each year of
high school.

On this basis a candidate can gain a maximum of 20 points. The general success in
high school is rounded to two decimal places.

At the entrance/ability-check exam, a candidate may obtain maximum score of 80. The right
to enroll the first level of studies has a candidate who is ranked on the list, within the number of
students determined in accordance with the law of higher education.

A candidate who applies for enrollment to the first year of undergraduate studies
in the study program — Painting, has passed the ability-check exam and thus earned the right to be
ranked
for the enrollment, only if he/she has made at least 48 points at the ability-check exam.

If two or more candidates have the same total number of points in a unique
ranking list, priority is given to a candidate who has won more points at the ability-check exam.

If two or more candidates have the same total number of points in a unique ranking list and
they also have identical scores at the ability-check exam, priority is given to a candidate who has
won an award at the prestigious art competition.

Faculty determines a Unique ranking list of only those candidates who have
passed the ability-check exam, along with the total number of points earned by all
criteria determined in accordance with the manner and procedures established by the General act
on students’ enrollment
on the study programs of the Faculty of Arts in Nis, regardless of funding.

A candidate may enroll the study program as a student whose studies are financed from the
budget (budget status students) or as a student who funds the studies on his/her own (self-financed
student) depending on the total number of acquired points, on his/her ranking and on the number of
approved applicants for the enrollment.

A candidate may be added to the budget status student, if ranked on the unique ranking list
up to the number of approved applicants funded from the budget, and if he/she has won more than
50 points.

A candidate may enroll the study program as a self-financed if ranked on the unique ranking
list up to the approved number for the enroliment of self-financing students, and if he/she has won
at least 30 points.

THE CRITERIA FOR DETERMINIG THE ORDER OF CANDIDATES

When taking the ability-check test candidates are assessed with points.

The list (order) of candidates to enroll the first level of studies is established on the basis of:

1. The general success achieved during secondary education

2. The results achieved at the entrance/ability-check exam.

Candidates who apply for enrollment to the undergraduate studies degree programs can win
a maximum of 100 points and it is based on their general success in high school and on the basis of
the results achieved at the entrance/ability-check exam, which all the candidates must take.

Under the general success in high school means the sum of the average score in each year of
high school.

On this basis a candidate can gain a maximum of 20 points. The general success in
high school is rounded to two decimal places.

At the entrance/ability-check exam, a candidate may obtain maximum score of 80. The right
to enroll the first level of studies has a candidate who is ranked on the list, within the number of
students determined in accordance with the number determined for the enrollment.

A candidate who applies for enrollment to the first year of undergraduate studies
in the study program — Music, has passed the ability-check exam and thus earned the right to be
ranked for
the enrollment, only if he/she has made at least 22 points at the ability-check exam.

If two or more candidates have the same total number of points in a unique
ranking list, priority is given to a candidate who has won more points at the ability-check exam.

If two or more candidates have the same total number of points in a unique ranking list and
they also have identical scores at the ability-check exam, priority is given to a candidate who has
won an award at the prestigious music competition.

Faculty determines a Unique ranking list of only those candidates who have
passed the ability-check exam, along with the total number of points earned by all
criteria determined in accordance with the manner and procedures established by the General act
on students’ enrollment
on the study programs of the Faculty of Arts in Nis, regardless of funding.
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A candidate may enroll the study program as a student whose studies are financed from the
budget (budget status students) or as a student who funds the studies on his/her own (self-financed
student) depending on the total number of acquired points, on his/her ranking and on the number of
approved applicants for the enroliment.

A candidate may be added to the budget status student, if ranked on the unique ranking list
up to the number of approved applicants funded from the budget, and if he/she has won more than
50 points.

A candidate may enroll the study program as a self-financed if ranked on the unique ranking
list up to the approved number for the enroliment of self-financing students, and if he/she has won
at least 30 points.
