7. Takmicenje se odvija u Cetiri kategorije:
I kategorija - studenti prve godine fakulteta
II kategorija - studenti druge godine fakulteta
III kategorija - studenti trece godine fakulteta
IV kategorija - studenti Cetvrte godine fakulteta

8. Program za takmicenje je slobodan u svim kategorijama. Takmicari izvode tri
kompozicije iz razli¢itih epoha i razli¢itog karaktera. Kandidati koji ucestvuju na tak-
micenju sa autorskim delom, pored svoje kompzicije izvode jo§ dve kompozicije iz
razli¢itih epoha i razli¢itog karaktera po svom izboru. Izvodenje programa za prvu i
drugu kategoriju vremenski je ograni¢eno na maksimalno 10 minuta, a za trecu i et-
vrtu na maksimalno 15 minuta. Izvodenje autorske kompozicije moze da traje i duze

PROVISIONS OF THE COMPETITION

General Provisions

1. The Third International Student Complementary Piano Competition is open to all students of the the-
oretical departments, composition, conducting, musicology, solo singing, accordion, i.e. all the depart-
ments incorporating piano as a comparative subject.

2. The organizer of the competition is the Faculty of Arts in Nis.

3. The competition will be held in the Concert & Exhibition Hall of the Faculty of Arts in Nis (Knjazevac-
ka no. 2a).

4. The aim of the competition is boosting of motivation and affirmation of young artists, as well as encour-
aging their personal creative potential through performance.

5. Applications for participation should be sent by mail or e-mail until 10th May 2015 to the organizer's
address (the postal stamp date will serve as evidence of compliance with the set deadline). The applica-
tion should be forwarded together with the following enclosures: a xeroxed copy of the applicant s index
(student course and grade booklet), a color photograph suitable for publication (usual passport size) and
a proof of payment of the registration fee (see instructions in Item 21).

6. The general schedule of performances shall be published in advance in a brochure, while the timetable
and order of performances will be set by the members of the Organizing Committee, depending on the
number of participants in each category.

Competition rules

7. The competition will be organized in four categories: Category I: first-year students of the Faculty
Category II: the second year students of the Faculty Category III: the third year students of the Faculty
Category 1V: the fourth year students of the Faculty

8. The program is free in all categories. The competition propositions require playing of three composi-
tions from different epochs and of different character without scores, and a separate part of the compe-
tition will be dedicated to the performances of the competitors’ original author works. Performances in
the first and the second category will be limited to a maximum of 10 minutes, and in the third and fourth
to a maximum of 15 minutes.

9. The competition will be open to the general public, and the program will be performed without sheet
music.

10. Performance of certain movements from sonatas, suites and other cyclic forms will be allowed in all
categories.

11. The organizer will provide adequate media coverage of the whole event, first via the Internet, and
then using classical reporting methods (radio, local TV stations, the National Television, press). Also,
performances of all participants will be recorded on the high-quality equipment.



The Jury

12. The contestants will be evaluated by a jury made up of 3-5 renowned piano teachers from the country
and abroad. The Jury members will be appointed by the Faculty of Arts.

13. The Jury will award the first, second and third prize for performance, as well as the first, second and
third prize for the original work.
14. The Jury may award a special prize for the best performed piece.

15. The Jury may also award a special prize for the best original composition.

16. Decisions of the jury will be final.

17. The number of awards granted by the Jury per category is not limited.

18. The participants will be evaluated on the basis of the median calculated by adding up all earned
points from the scoring lists, and then by dividing that sum by the number of values.
The number of points required for the corresponding prize is as follows:

First prize: 90 - 100 points
Second prize: 80 -89.99
Third prize: 70 -79.99

Commendation: 60 - 69.99

Transitional and Closing Provisions

19. The organizer will ensure that all the participants are given appropriate opportunity to practice on the
piano on which he/she will perform the competition program.

20. All the participants and their teachers will receive a certificate of participation.

Article 1.
The founder of International Student Complementary Piano Competition is the Faculty of Arts in Nis.

Article 2.
International Student Complementary Piano Competition is organized by the Faculty of Arts in Nis.

Article 3.
The Competition is organized as the music manifestation with the aim of motivating of creative and per-
sonal potentials through performance, as well as encouraging the affirmation of the young artists.

Article 4.
The Competition will be organized according to the Rule book and the competition general propositions.

Article 5.
The Competition is open to all students of the state and private Music academies and the Faculties of Arts.

Article 6.
International Student Complementary Piano Competition will be organized annually.

Article 7.
The Competition will be open to the general public.

Article 8.
The Competition realization will be carried out by the Competition Director, Competition Committee and
Competition Secretary.

The Dean of the Faculty of Arts in Nis is the Competition Director.
The Competition Committee is consisted of the piano teachers at the Department of Complementary
Piano.

Article 9.
The competencies of the Competition Committee are the following:
* appointing of the Competition Jury and the Jury Secretary
 planning, organizing and realization of the competition program
* the immediate cooperation with the media

Article 10.
The obligations of the Competition Secretary are the following:
e the reception and control of the competition applications
* informing the Jury members about possible changes
e the determination of the competition schedule
» performing all technical tasks for the competition

Article 11.
The candidates will be evaluated by the Jury made up of the renowned piano teachers. The Jury member
has no right to evaluate the contestant whose teacher he/she is.

Article 12.

The Jury members are obliged to evaluate the competitors and submit their scoring lists to the Jury
Secretary.

Article 13.
The obligations of the Jury Secretary are the following:
* attending the meetings and working of the Jury during the competition
* announcing the final results after taking over the scoring lists from the Jury members

¢ar 1 korepetitor na modernom koncertnom klaviru, kao i na isto-
rijskim instrumentima sa dirkama kao §to je “Hammerklavier”.
Svojim aktivnostima korepetitora na brojnim majstorskim kur-
sevima, Jasujo Jano je saradivala sa muzicarima poput hornista
Hermana Baumana, Jakoba Heftija i Radovana Vlatkovica i sa violinistima Pinchasom
Zukermanom, Frankom Gulijem i Tomasom Zehetmairom. Imala je izvodenja u Muzic-
kom centru Hindemith u Blonaiju, na akademiji Villa Ca'Zenobbio, na Filharmonijskoj
akademiji u Bolonji i na Muzickoj akademiji Chigiana u Sijeni. Od 2000. godine, Jasujo
Jano redovno nastupa u okviru dua sa uglednim violinistom Pulijanom Karmignolom.
Nastupali su na znac¢ajnim muzickim festivalima kao Sto su Muzicki festival u Veneciji,
Amici della Musica u Firenci, Unione Musicale u Torinu, Settimane Musicale Senese,
Amici della Musica u Siciliji, festival Galuppi u Veneciji, festival Agape u Zenevi, Musik
Gaevleborg u Svedskoj, Ludvigsburg Schlossfestspiele, Festspicle Baden-Baden, festival
Menuhin u Gestadu i festival Mocart- La Korunja. Jasujo Jano predaje na Muzickoj aka-
demiji u Lucernu od 1996. godine.

Yasuyo Yano was born in Tokyo and studied at the Kunitachi College of Music in Tokyo, at the Accademia
Santa Cecilia in Rome and at the Lucerne Conservatory. Furthermore she seeked advice from virtuosos
like Jacques Rouvier, Dang Thai Son, Sergio Perticolari and Carla Giudici. Today Yasuyo Yano is very
much in demand as a soloist, chamber musician and accompanist on the modern concert piano as well
as on historical keyboard instruments like the “Hammerklavier”. With her activities as an accompanist
at numerous mastercourses, Yasuyo Yano cooperated with musicians like the horn players Hermann Ba-
umann, Jakob Hefti and Radovan Vlatkovic and with the violinists Pinchas Zukerman, Franco Gulli and
Thomas Zehetmair. She performed these activities at the Centre de Musique Hindemith in Blonay, at the
Accademia Villa Ca Zenobbio, at the Accademia Filarmonica di Bologne and at the Accademia Musicale
Chigiana in Siena. Since 2000, Yasuyo Yano is performing regulary as a duo with the eminent violinist
Giuliano Carmignola. They appeared at the most reknown music festivals like the Venice Music Festival,
Amici della Musica in Florence, Unione Musicale in Torino, Settimane Musicale Senese, Amici della
Musica Siciliana, Festival Galuppi in Venice, Festival Agape in Geneva, Musik Gaevleborg in Sweden,
the Ludwigsburg Schlossfestspiele, Festspiele Baden-Baden, the Menuhin Festival in Gstaad and the
Festival Mozart La Coruna.

He
completed his piano specialist studies at the State Conservatory “Giuseppe Verdi” in Torino, Italy, with
Remo Remoli (a student of Arturo Benedetti Michelangelli), and chamber music specialist studies at
the Belgrade Faculty of Music, with Olivera Purdevic. Milos Pavlovi¢ perfected his professional skills
at piano master courses, taught by Leonid Brumberg, Lev Natocheny, Siavush Gadjiev, Arbo Valdma,
Konstantin Bogino, and Paul Gulda.
